This course overviews main characteristics of political institutions-political
structure, political process, legislation, and policy making and
implementation-in major East Asian countries such as China, Japan, far
eastern Russia, South Korea, and some Southeast Asian countries. It first
introduces to main paradigms, analytical concepts and theories of
comparative politics as a tool to investigate political systems of each East
Asian country in comparative perspective. Then, the course advances to
more specific features and discussion topics of each system such as
state-society relations, bureaucracy and decision making process,

political parties and party systems, electoral system, and so on. Finally,
students will have a chance to think beyond East Asia via comparing
these systems to other, non-East Asian political systems.
