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Academic Advising for Academic Warning Recipients
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May the grace of God always be with you.
On behalf of Office of Academic Affairs, we regret to inform you that you receive an academic
warning due to grades in spring 2021.

Althrough Yonsei students have excellent qualifications and outstanding academic abilities, there
are various reasons in academic warning: difficulties in adapting to the college level learning
method, psychological factors such as anxiety or depression, or financial difficulties may also be the
causes.

Students may be more psychologically withdrawn, which may continue to struggle in the following
semester after receiving academic warning. Therefore, in order to check the academic environment
and current status, all academic warning recipients are required to meet their academic advisor or
department chair prior to course enrollment referring the following guidelines and regulations.
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0 According to University Regulation Article 48 (Academic Warnings), those whose GPA is below
1.75 (1.50 for students admitted in 1998 and earlier) are subject to receive an academic warning,
and students with three such warnings (three successive warnings for students admitted in 1995
and earlier) will be expelled from the University.

o Students who received their first or second academic warning must participate in academic
counseling with their academic advisor or their department chair prior to course registration, and
submit the counseling records and survey form to the Academic Support Office. Academic
warning recipients will not be allowed to enroll for courses until they have completed the
required counseling.

Students who received their first or second academic warning in the
previous semester must meet their academic advisor or department chair
in order to register for courses in the following semester. They need to
submit their counseling documents signed by the academic advisor or the
department chair to the Academic Support Team (Underwood Hall Bio1).

International Campus students can submit the documents to their
affiliated office or the Academic Support Team.

Before counseling, students must complete and submit the
Consultation form and questionnaire provided to their academic
advisor or department chair.
